Appendix 1

Annual Review 2024-2025 presented by Vice Chairman Cllr R.Swanston
The review period began with a gathering at the Picnic Site when the excellent new

seating area was formally opened. The Parish Council (PC) has a funded picnic table

with disabled access at the site.

Following his move away from the village, Cllr Simon Tooley tendered his resignation,

his contribution during his time on the council was acknowledged. Adverts were place

for interest from parishioners to replace Mr Tooley. In the event, Graham Bensley was

co-opted to the PC and took up his role, with the good wishes of the PC, in January

2025.

On matters of road safety, repairs to the SAM mobile speed sign had to be
undertaken, A replacement post and bracket was sited opposite the church. The PC
thanks Norfolk County Councillor James Bensly for arranging the funds in this respect.
The PC continue to lobby Norfolk Highways for much needed repairs to the hump on
the Rollesby Bridge. Again, with some input from NCC Bensly this work was completed

in May 2025 and is a welcome improvement. Potholes are reported as they arise. The

PC remains committed to addressing road safety issues within the village.
Overgrown trees and footpaths continue to be an issue within the village. The PC does
all things reasonably possible to bring these issues to the attention of the responsible

authorities for action to be taken.
After representations to the new owner adjacent to the village sign, the

overhanging vegetation is being cut back. This has achieved a visual improvement and

will help to preserve the integrity of the sign.
The problem with moles on the nearby village green was addressed and resolved.

Given the continuing cutbacks in funding from the Borough Council, the PC remains

greatly indebted to the Norfolk Wildlife Trust and its volunteers, under the leadership

of Eilish Rothney, for their hard work in maintaining the picnic area to its current

excellent standards. The PC has installed a replacement key coded padlock to the

entrance to the Staithe.

The PC also extends its thanks to Ricky Lanham for his grass cutting services, in

particular around the village sign and green.

The PC continues to provide an annual grant from its funds towards the maintenance

of the burial ground within the village.
